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Locating Materials 
The majority of TEAL materials are listed in the 
UW Libraries online catalog. Always check the 
online catalog first. (Use the Pinyin system for 
Chinese titles.) If the material is not found in 
the online catalog, then check the card catalog. 
(Use the Wade-Giles system for Chinese titles.) 

NOTE: The card catalog may not be up-to-date 
for the title you are seeking. 

There are three types of classification numbers 
(call numbers) for TEAL materials: Library of 
Congress (LC) for most books and serials; call 
numbers of pre-cataloged (pre-cat) collections, 
and “G” (for microfilm) numbers.

The loan period for all users for periodicals is 
seven days. Newspapers, as well as some books, 
periodicals, and media materials, are restricted to 
library use only. 

Course Reserves 

The UW Libraries Catalog lists titles on reserve by 
course and instructor’s name. Request reserve 
course materials by call number at the Information 
Desk. Reserve items circulate for various lengths of 
time and must be returned to the Information 
Desk. Comments and suggestions may be directed 
to uwlib-ealcirc@uw.edu or ask at the TEAL 
Information Desk. Ask at the TEAL Information 
Desk to add materials to the reserve bookcase in 
the reading room. 

Where Is TEAL? 

The main location of the Tateuchi East Asia Library 
occupies five floors (3, 2M, 2, 1M and 1) of Gowen 
Hall. The entrance is on the third floor. TEAL also has 
auxiliary stacks in Kane Hall 
(www.lib.washington.edu/east-asia/using-our-
collections/auxiliary-stacks). TEAL staff retrieve 
materials from the auxiliary stacks upon request. 
Patrons may also schedule a browsing appointment 
between 9 am and 5 pm, Monday-Friday. TEAL 
Special Collections are closed stacks, and materials 
must be requested 48 hours in advance.

Collection Scope 

TEAL contains materials on Chinese, Japanese, and 
Korean studies. The majority of these materials are 
in Chinese, Japanese, and Korean, although some 
language and literature materials are in English. 

The collections are strong in all areas of the 
humanities and social sciences. 

The library also provides access to a number of 
Chinese, Japanese, and Korean language 
databases, indices, and bibliographies. 
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
